1. Storyboarding is the process of developing and diagramming a structure that best fits users’ needs.

2. Storyboarding involves recording the description, purpose, and title of every page in your site and then linking them together to create a visual development model.

b. Small chunks of related information are easier to organize into modular units that all share a consistent organization scheme.
