Homepage- Point of entry into a website; the beginning of the page. Three purposes: Sets the tone for the entire website, important for first appearances, determines the nature and complexity of the organization as a whole.

The people you want to reach with the website.

Graphics: Uses images as links for navigation. Grabs attention quicker, and is more attractive than text menus.  Text: Easy to read, easy to code, and loads faster than graphics menus.
