1. Define copyright. Copyright is the legal protection that gives the author of a work control over how that work is used
2. Define trademark; give three examples. A trademark is a distinctive word, phrase, logo, graphic symbol, slogan or anything used to identify goods or services and distinguishes them in the marketplace. Mark, word, or a symbol.

3. Define cybersquatting. Cybersquatting is the act of registering, selling, or using an Internet domain name with bad-faith intent to profit from the goodwill of a trademark of someone else
4. What are the three requirements for a work to be copyrighted? Must be original, must be the result of a creative effort, must be fixed in a tangible medium.

5. What kinds of possessions cannot be copyrighted? Facts and ideas.

6. How long is a copyright good? Life of the creator +70 years after the creators death.

7. What is meant by the Fair Use rule?  What is Okay to copy? Describes when and how much of a copyrighted work may be copied or used in another work. Criticism and comment, reporting, research and non-profit reporting, parody, small excerpts.
8. List and describe the three types of trademarks.  Give an example of each. 1)A certification mark is a symbol, name, or device used by an organization to vouch for products and services provided by others; this mark covers characteristics such as regional origin, method of manufacture, product quality, and service accuracy. 2)A collective mark is used in commerce or other collective groups or organizations, which indicates a union, or other organization; an example is the ILGWU. 3)A service mark or symbol identifies a service as opposed to a product; examples are dry cleaning, banking, shoe repair, and transportation.
